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CPS version 3.5

User Release Notes

1. Introduction

The purpose of this document is to alert our users of fixes and enhancements that will be implemented in the CPS system.  For the most part, most of our users will not notice any change while working in the CPS.  These fixes and enhancements have been made to improve the quality of the data, operation of the system and provide consistency in the terminology used.  

2. New/Improved Features and Functionality

2.1 Modify Contract Header

The system has been enhanced to allow for the modification of the Evaluating Organization and Contracting Office on an evaluation using the modify contract header link.  Users are able to change the value in either one of these fields by selecting a different Evaluating Organization and/or Contracting Office from a drop down list of available options.

· Note:  The options available in the drop down list will be dependent upon the user’s registration information.  

2.2 Modify Contract Header Link Availability

The system has been enhanced to restrict the modification of the evaluation’s contract header information after it has been submitted to the contractor for comments. Therefore the modify contract header link will only be available up through the review of government comments on an evaluation.   

2.3 Deletion of Comment Textbox

Previously, when the CO deleted his or her comments on an evaluation, the comment textbox on the form was deleted as well.  This problem has been corrected.  Now when a CO deletes his or her comments, the text box will remain on the form.  

2.4 Contractor Overall Comment Duplication

In the current version of CPS, and under certain circumstances, the system would duplicate what the Contractor has entered as their Overall Comment as their comment for other areas of the evaluation, such as customer satisfaction.  This bug has been fixed in version 3.5.   

2.5 Percentage of Completion Modification 

An enhancement has been added to the system that permits the user to modify the percentage of completion value on a construction evaluation’s final report.  Previously, this value automatically defaulted to 100 and the user was unable to change it.  Now when a user is preparing a final evaluation on a construction contract that has been terminated, as indicated on the evaluation, the value of 100 will appear on the form as editable.  The user will then be able to modify this value to one that is greater than or equal to 0 and less than 100.    

2.6 Single Role on an Evaluation Limitation

CPS has always permitted a user to be registered in the system with the ability to perform multiple roles, such as a Contracting Officer (CO) and an Agency Reviewer (AR).  However, there was no limitation as to the number of roles a user could have on any 

given evaluation.  This has been corrected.  Users are now limited to a single role on an evaluation.  Once a user has been assigned to the evaluation for a given role, their name(s) will no longer appear in the drop-down list for selection in other role assignments for that evaluation.  

· Note:  This limitation applies to a user role only.  Therefore the CO will still be able to enter Contractor Representative (CR) comments because he or she is doing so on the behalf of the CR as the CO.    

2.7 Rating Description Hyperlink

Rating description hyperlinks have been added to the Contractor Representatives “Your Comments” page.  Contractor Representatives (CRs) are now able to click on a link under each rating category to view the rating description specific to that category.

2.8 Sort by the Reporting Period’s Begin Date

A change has been made on the Search Page regarding the sorting of results by the Reporting Period.  Previously, it was not identified whether the sort results by Reporting Period was using the Begin Date or End Date.  However, if a user did select the option to sort by the reporting period, the system automatically sorted the results by the Reporting Period Begin Date.  Therefore, the sort option selection has been changed to “Reporting Period Begin Date” on the Search page. 

2.9 Auto-Population of Construction Contract Information

Previously, when a user prepared an evaluation on a construction contract that pre-existed in the CPS, only partial contract information would auto-populate the Contract Data page for validation.  This problem has been corrected.  The system now retrieves and auto-populates the evaluation with these additional fields of information:

· Termination Type,

· Procurement Method,

· Original Completion Date, and

· Date Work was Accepted.

3. Data Validation/Format Changes

3.1 Reporting Period End Date Validation

The system now enforces that the Reporting Period End Date on an evaluation does not exceed the contract’s expiration date on a standard evaluation or the contract’s completion date on a construction evaluation.

3.2 Contract Award Amounts Validation

The system now enforces that the contract’s award amount is a value that is greater than or equal to zero.  On a standard evaluation, the award amount is the Contract Value.   On a construction evaluation, it is the Amount of Basic Contract field. 

3.3 Percentage of Completion Validation

The system now validates that the value entered on a construction evaluation for the percentage of completion is between 0 and 100.   It is important to note that the acceptable value for this field is also determined by the evaluation’s report type.  

If the report is type interim, the system validates that the value entered is greater than or equal to zero, but less than 100.  If the report type is final and the contract has not been terminated, the system validates that the value entered is 100.  As for those contracts that have been terminated on an evaluation with a report type of final, the system will accept a value entered that is greater than or equal to zero, but less than 100.

3.4 PO and CR Designation

When the CO assigns an evaluation to a PO or CO, the individual’s information is automatically written to the Admin Info page.  However, if the assignment is not done via the system, this information must be manually entered.  Validation of this information has always taken place.  However, there has been a change as to when this information is being validated.  The system now requires that PO and CR are designated on the Admin Info page prior to submitting the evaluation for Contractor Comments.

3.5 Date Format for Entry and Display

The CPS will be enforcing that all dates entered are in the format of mm/dd/yyyy or mmddyyyy, making the slash separator optional on entry.  As well changes have been made to the system that all dates on the evaluation are displayed in the format of mm/dd/yyyy.

3.6 Contract Number Format

The system now enforces that the contract number consists of alphanumeric characters and hyphens only and is a minimum of one alphanumeric character.  The system will no longer permit users to enter any other special characters, such as & or (, or embedded spaces within the contract number.   

· Note:  The system will continue to automatically strip off any leading or trailing spaces.  Therefore, if a user enters ‘  1234’ the system will convert this value to ‘1234’.’    

3.7 Order Number Format

The system now enforces that an order number consists of alphanumeric characters and hyphens only and is a minimum of one alphanumeric character.  The system will no longer permit users to enter any other special characters, such as & or (, or embedded spaces within the contract number.   

· Note:  The system will continue to automatically strip off any leading or trailing spaces.      

3.8 Contract Award Date Validation

The system will now accept a Contract Award Date that is greater than or equal to 1/1/1940.  Previously this date had to be greater than or equal to 1/1/1950

3.9 Date Value Validation

Improved validation for the value of a date has been added to the system.  Previously, users were able to enter 12/33/2003 and the system would automatically convert this value to 01/02/2004.  This is no longer permitted.  This system now validates the month, day and year values entered.  Users are now required to enter a valid day for a given month within a given year.  

Example:  02/29/2004
Valid date for February 2004.


    02/29/2003
Invalid date for February 2003. 

3.10 Dollar Amount Format

All dollar amounts are displayed with a fixed two decimal place.  If a user enters more than two decimal places, the displayed value is rounded to the nearest penny (second decimal place).

4. Data Label Changes

4.1 Reporting Period Begin Date

Begin Date has been changed to Reporting Period Begin Date on the Modify Contract Header pop-up window. 

4.2 Reporting Period End Date

End Date has been changed to Reporting Period End Date on the Modify Contract Header pop-up window.

4.3 Reporting Date

Reporting Date has been changed to Reporting Period on the evaluation.

5. Other Notable Changes

5.1 Contractor Address Required Indicator

Although a Contractor’s Address has always been required on the Contract Data page, there was no visual indicator.  An asterisk has been added to indicate that the Contractor Address fields are required.    

5.2 Search Criteria Display

The search criteria selected and/or entered by a user on the Search page, will now appear at the top of the results report.   

5.3 Results Sort Order Display

The results sort order selected by a user on the Search page, will now appear at the top of the results report.  If a sort order is not selected, the results will be sorted by Contract Number in ascending order.

5.4 Reporting Period Default

The system will no longer default the Reporting Period Begin Date or the Reporting Period End Date on the Modify Contractor Header page.  Users are required to enter a valid value in these fields. 

5.5 Termination Type on Evaluation Print Copy

Termination Type has been added to the evaluation’s print copy.
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
